District Local Plan τ our response 
 
Our Parish council organised two public meetings to 
listen to residents views regarding the massive 
developments proposed for our area. It was clear that 
local people were totally opposed to the development 
proposed for Strode Farm and the loss of village 
identity. 
 

Our  Parish Council has responded to the draft plan, but 
due to the limited resources available to the parish 
council, the response covers mainly the areas and issues 
that are likely to have the biggest impact on the parish as 
a whole and specifically the village of Herne. 
 

The overall view is that the housing provision for the 
Canterbury District is too high, the area does not have 
sufficient  schools to be able to offer places to both 
Junior and Senior school children. 
 

The Highways proposals are unlikely to alleviate the 
congestion in Canterbury and the more roads there are, 
the more traffic uses it. 
 

The biggest issue that has been raised is the large 
amount of development  proposed for Herne Village and 
the impact on the Community. There are also serious 
issues with the lack of information and whether the 
proposed plan is deliverable. 
 

Due to the major concerns both the residents and the 
Parish Council have, it was decided to employ two 
consultants; one who is a Highways Consultant and one 
is a Planning Consultant. The Parish Council did not enter 
into this lightly as current funds are stretched, but it was 
considered so important to the whole community, that it 
was decided that this would be the best way forward. A 
fighting fund has been set up and residents have already 
given donations towards the cost of this. 
 

As a parish council, the expertise with regard to planning 
and highways issues, is somewhat limited and we have 

been grateful for the help given by CPRE and other local 
organisations as well as our experts. 
 
Taking on the responsibility for something as massive as 
a Local Plan response has been extremely daunting, but 
we hope we have done a reasonable job in what is a 
relatively short time frame, especially as there has been 
the Transport Strategy and Habitat Regulation 
Assessment that have needed responses as well. 
 

We hope the Inspector will consider the real concerns 
that we have highlighted in our response and that a 
satisfactory outcome will be the result. 
 

We are also very disappointed that we have been forced 
into a position where we are in direct conflict with 
Canterbury City Council, as it is our desire to work with 
them, not against them.
